Participating in household chores provide A LOT of benefits for your child: 

1.​ Strengthens relationship with the parents/family members who model the task and skill 
to the child and work alongside them. 

2.​ Helps your child learn responsibility and to care for his/her family 
3.​ Teaches your child self-help skills 
4.​ Builds confidence as they learn to accomplish tasks 

 
Remember these when encouraging your child: 

1.​ Match your child’s age/abilities with tasks 
2.​ Keep a routine; keep it consistent 
3.​ Focus on effort over perfection

5.​ Do not bribe your child to do something; you can instead praise them for their efforts or a 
job done well. Intrinsic rewards (feeling confident, joyful serving others or working with 
family) are much more motivating and meaningful!
